
Construction will soon start on a fully fenced dog park at Bellbird Park in Drouin. The site will 
be approximately 7000m2 located on the corner of Shillinglaw and Settlement Roads. Works 
are expected to start in April and be completed by mid-2020. Fenced dog parks will also be 
constructed in Brooker Park Warragul and Hollydell Park Trafalgar (formerly Linear Reserve).
